There will be a luncheon and Necrology service. PID Ed McCormick will be the featured speaker at the afternoon cabinet meeting. From 2:45 to 3:45 will be the caucus and voting. LCIF and Campaign Sight first ll Update, IPDG Parker reported that District 14-C donated to LCIF  through  February 2007  over $10,000.00. These funds will support grants for large-scale emergency projects such as the Katrina disasters, special support to diabetes programs and the Lions Quest program. Your donations to CSFll total $13,800.00. The Central Pa. Region  has donated over $94,000.00 and the area covered by PID Bob Miller, which we are included with other local states,  totals over $1.7 Million. The worldwide totals to date are $74,562,512.00. If you would like to include LCIF or CSFll as one of your programs,  please contact me and I’ll be happy to assist you in scheduling a program.


Pa. Lions Hearing Research. Lion Ray Rosnick reported that the top contributors to Hearing Research for the year 2005/06 were: 14 – C $9,655.75, 14 – P $8,375.00, 14 – D $7,636.50. The top Lions clubs were Little Beaver (14 – N); $1,106.75; West Chester (14 – D) $1,000.00; and Camp Hill (14 – C) $1000.00. The top two Lioness clubs were both from 14 – C.  Jacobus Lioness and New Freedom Lioness each contributing $500.00. Each of the aforementioned received a framed certificate. In addition to the framed certificates, $1000.00 was transferred from the general account to the memorial endowment fund in their honor. Framed certificates were also awarded to the next 6 districts, 14 Lions clubs and 5 Lioness clubs. The total contributions to date for 2005/06 year are approximately $54,268.92.  From the first funds collected to the present time, the total contributions are $1,532,000.00. IPDG John Parker was awarded a special framed certificate for District 14-C sponsorship of a special fund raising event to benefit Hearing research. The night with the Senators baseball game. Campaign SightFirst II Update

Thanks to the dedication of Lions like you we have surpassed a major campaign benchmark by reaching more than US$75 million raised, half of the Campaign SightFirst II (CSFII) minimum goal of US$150 million to fight preventable blindness around the world.

We are looking forward to clubs submitting additional donations, either through direct donations or pledges, to ensure that we as Lions will reach our ultimate goal of saving sight by raising funds to continue the SightFirst program.

With only 15 months remaining in Campaign SightFirst II fund raising, it is important that we keep our focus and implement those special projects in addition to personal donations in order to complete the challenge of raising over $150 million dollars by June 30, 2008.

LCIF Allocates Final US$2 Million, All US$15 Million Now Allocated for Tsunami Relief

It’s been two years since coastal communities across South Asia were torn to pieces by the Tsunami on December 26, 2004, and Lions Clubs International Foundation has continued their successful rebuilding and relief work despite numerous obstacles.

Immediately following the disaster, Lions Clubs International Foundation (LCIF) mobilized nearly US$15 million for tsunami victims in South Asia. The funds are enabling Lions to build homes, schools, hospitals, and orphanages in Sri Lanka, Indonesia, Thailand and India despite political unrest, civil war, and government red tape across these countries.

In just two years, LCIF has allocated all $15 million of the funds designated for tsunami relief. Every penny of every dollar donated went directly to grants to Lions in South Asia who oversaw every step of the relief efforts and advised LCIF on the needs in the affected areas. There are 160,000 Lions members in the region. Lions and LCIF are committed to long-term relief, proven by the fact that

projects are still ongoing, long after other organizations have left the region.

Lions and LCIF have been the first in many areas to complete reconstruction projects because Lions are leaders in many of the communities and have been integral in working with the government. A total of 3,319 homes are under construction or have been completed in Sri Lanka, Thailand, Indonesia and India.

· In Sri Lanka, plans to build 1,432 homes are underway and 400 homes have been completed.  Next steps are to create professional development programs to help those displaced by the Tsunami become more financially independent and self-sufficient. 

· In Indonesia, LCIF and local Lions have successfully established two Lions Villages in Aceh Province. The villages consist of 545 homes with electricity, village restrooms and six deep-water wells. Upcoming projects in Indonesia include economic revival activities in the Lions villages and additional housing for tsunami victims. 

· In Thailand, 195 homes at two Lions villages are complete on two separate islands and construction of clinics, orphanages and water towers have begun. A new economic revival program is underway for the hundreds of people who are dependent on marine life. A new vocation center to re-establish fishing in the area will be completed in 2007. 

· In India, Lions will build homes, community rehabilitation centers, potable water facilities, primary health centers, schools and an orphanage. 

"I saw first hand the tsunami destruction in Sri Lanka, India, Thailand and Indonesia, and now I've seen the reconstruction first hand,” said Lions Clubs International President Jimmy Ross. “The Lions of South Asia have helped put lives back together and have given hope to thousands of people.”

Thank you Lions and Lioness of District 14-C for doing your part!
