Lions of the World have raised over $60 million dollars to help save sight! Our District pledges and donations continue to grow as well. Have you set your CSF II Plan in action to do your part?

How much should a club’s goal be? For each club, this is a decision that requires careful thought followed by action. All Lions and Lioness Clubs are encouraged to do your part now. 

Consider a Club goal based on a per-member average from funds gained through a combination of:

· Personal gifts and pledges from club members

· Personal gifts and pledges from non-Lions community members and businesses

· Club special fund-raising activities and events and

· Matching or outright gifts and pledges from the club treasury
This per-member average allows all clubs to share in a fare and equal way in the recognition of your successes. This means that a smaller club has the same opportunity as the larger clubs to recognize an individual and the club in total for your help in saving someone’s sight. Remember that donations in increments of $1,000 by Lions/Lioness Clubs or individuals are eligible for a Melvin Jones Fellow award. 

Each Lions secretary has received a package from LCI for reporting your club’s activity. Lioness Clubs may make pledges or donations directly to LCI or through your sponsoring Lions Club or the District. Be sure to identify pledges and donations as CSF II designated. Please be sure to keep the District CSF II Chairperson, PDG Glenn Shellenberger, informed of your progress.
