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LIONS REACH US$50 MILLION OF CAMPAIGN SIGHTFIRST II

(fund-raising goal to prevent blindness)


Since Campaign Sightfirst II was launched in July 2005, Lions have raised more than US$50 million of their US$150 million goal to fight preventable blindness. While one third of the way towards our total goal, there is still much to do. Your help is needed.


Today, more than 37 million people are blind in industrialized and developing nations around the globe. Since 1990, Lions' SightFirst program has provided more than US$193 million in grants for 818 vision projects in 90 countries. These projects have saved more than 100 million people from blindness and prevented vision loss in another 27 million people.


Through Campaign SightFirst II, Lions will continue the SightFirst program. At least US$100 million in CSFII funds will aim to contain and eliminate the leading causes of avoidable blindness. Another US$50 million will be used to combat emerging threats to sight. In addition, by exceeding their minimum goal of US$150 million and reaching their US$200 million goal, Lions will provide "vision for all" through research, rehabilitation and outreach to vulnerable populations.


Please do everything you can to assure that your club members are educated on SightFirst II and that everyone and every club does their part in meeting this critical challenge. We are available to speak to your club.

Every dollar donated to LCIF goes toward a grant. Lions support is crucial as donations from Lions provide the majority of LCIF's revenue LCIF receives a small amount of funding from foundations and corporations. It receives no club dues. LCIF is truly Lions helping Lions.
Since LCIF began in 1968, it has awarded nearly 8,000 grants totaling US$566 million.
