2006-2007 PROJECTS FUNDED BY THE FOUNDATION:

GA - 2601; "THE AGED MIDDLE EAR" - Michael Anne Gratton, PH.D.

University of Penna. --- $19,200.00


Loss of hearing with aging is a well known phenomenon called presbycusis. Which  is historically is attributed to hair cell and primary neuron degeneration from unknown, but probably genetic, causes. This proposal, which will be the 2nd. year of a 3 year study, argues that prebycusis in the elderly may also arise from age-related changes in the middle ear. Using young adult and aged laboratory rats, having ears that have similar structural and functional aspects of the human middle ear, the researcher may reveal a heretofore unrecognized component of the hearing loss seen in the elderly population. This could lead to method of adjusting those changes in the ear, esp. in the tympanic membrane, to aid hearing ability of the aged population.

GA - 2602; "NEURAL REPRESENTATION OF VOCAL REPERTOIRES" - Paul M. Nealen, PH.D.

Indiana University of Penna. --- $19,526.00


This study is attempting to further understand how the brain processes vocal communication sounds. The researcher is using passerine (song) birds which use sounds that they hear to develop their sings, similar to humans learning to talk. Some research has been done in this area, but will not be restrained, giving much better results. This type of study has the potential to compile data and information that can be utilized by both audiologists and speech pathologists for children and adults regarding identification and remediation of auditory processing issues.

DIRECTIONS TO SKI ROUNDTOP MAIN LODGE

From points north and east via Rt. I-83 South:

Travel on Rt. I-83 S to exit #35, Rt. 177.  Turn L at the traffic light at the end of the ramp at Rt. 177.  Continue on Rt. 177 for about 8.4 mi. to Pinetown Rd.  (Please note.  You will pass a Pinetown Rd. at about 4.2 miles, but continue on for a route with fewer turns.  The second Pinetown Rd. will be past the second entrance to Pinchot State Park and as you approach the bottom of a long hill.)  Turn R on Pinetown Rd. go about 2.2 mi.  Turn L on Rountop Rd. (At the Ski Roundtop Sign) go about 1.4 miles to the entrance to Ski Roundtop.  Inside the Ski Roundtop complex, turn into the parking area at the second left to get to the Main Lodge.

From points north and central or west via U.S. Rt. 15 South:

Travel on Rt. 15 S to the traffic light at Orebank Rd.  Turn L on to Orebank Rd. (McDonalds is on the corner) and travel to the first stop sign at Siddonsburg Rd.  Turn L on Siddonsburg Rd. and go about 2.5 mi.  Turn R on S. Grantham Rd. (Monaghan Fire Company on the corner) and travel about 1 mi. to Mt. Airy Rd.  Turn L on Mt. Airy Rd.  Travel about 3 mi.  Mt. Airy Rd becomes Roundtop Rd. but is not marked, you will see only a change in the pavement.  Continue about .4 mi. to the entrance to Ski Roundtop.  Inside the Ski Roundtop complex, turn into the parking area at the second left to get to the Main Lodge.
